The sheer fact that people “self select” their 
newspaper from heavily branded newspaper 
dispensers,  indicates that they have a need 
for selecting it and are more likely to read and 

use it.
A model used by many national titles, and 
clearly one that in Camden, people are well 

used to using.
Hence it avoids the need to potentially deliver 
newspapers to homes where the newspaper 
may not be used thus increasing chances of 

exposure for your advertising.
